Course description:
Spanish 3 is a course that will help further their knowledge of the language, vocabulary, and culture learned in Spanish I and II. The students will improve on their listening comprehension skills and communication skills through different activities. 
The five national standards will help us achieve our goals:

1. Communication – Students will communicate in Spanish through classroom conversations, skits, written essays, and other projects.

2. Cultures – Students will understand the practices of different Hispanic cultures and the geography of many Spanish-speaking countries.
3. Connections – Students will use Spanish to help further their knowledge of other subjects.

4. Comparisons – Students will be able to compare the English language and culture to the Spanish language and many cultures.

5. Communities – Students will use Spanish outside of the classroom for personal enjoyment. 

Late Work Policy: 
In order to prepare students for college and for them to learn responsibility, students are required to turn in all work on time. Five points will be deducted each day that the work is late until it is worth nothing. A zero will be given for all work not turned in. 
Participation:

Since communication is an important part of learning the language, it is necessary that you participate in class. Students will receive a participation grade each week through skits, answering questions, and conversing with the teacher or other students. Students will also be required to participate in an online blog each week as a journal entry at the following site: http://thechambers3.edublogs.org/. Students will post responses to questions that I pose on the blog. Students are responsible for posting the response in Spanish or English by each Friday at midnight. I have also created a webpage that lists assignments and notes that students may have missed in class. The webpage is https://mrscweb.wikispaces.com. You must give me your email address and be invited to view this webpage. Your parents can also be accepted by sending me their email addresses. 

Foreign Language Night:
Spanish 3 students will participate in a Foreign Language Night. All students will re-write a well known story in skit form and translate to Spanish. The students will perform the skit on a Thursday night. The tentative dates are April 10th or 17th. I will let you know the correct date as soon as I hear from the college. All students will be required to attend and participate in the show. The program will not only help raise money for the foreign language department, but also allow you to practice reading, writing and speaking Spanish. 

Service Learning Project: 
The Spanish 3 class will also participate in a service learning project. We will translate important documents for our school. Some parents can’t read English when they are trying to fill out applications for our students. We will work on this in groups.
