Max – maximum 
enrollment for the class 
Enr – number currently 
enrolled 
W/L – number currently 
on the waitlist 
 

Class location 
designates the building, 
room and campus where 
the class will be held. 
(ONL indicates an online 
class) 
 

Last Date to Drop  
to ensure class does not appear 
on a transcript, does not count 
as an attempt on a class, and 

grants a 100% refund of tuition. 
From Start Date to Last Date 

to Drop is the Add/Drop 
period for the class. 

Last Date to Withdraw 
- Must withdraw by this date to 
avoid grade penalty.  Course will 

appear on transcript as a “W” grade. 
After this date course will appear 
as an “F”; counts as an attempt on 

the class; tuition fees are 
nonrefundable. 

About the section number 
The first digit usually indicates the campus or location or 
some other designation
